The left hand side deals with pictures for a journal and the right hand side with images for an album.

Journal images can be resized to anywhere between 100 pixels and 500 pixels in increments of 10
pixels, but | recommend 250 as that .wil/ prevent

Album images can be resized to anywhere between 300 pixels up to 1200 pixels in increments of 1
pixel. You can use the up down arrows, or double click in the number area to highlight the number
and then overtype it. 750 pixels is the optimum size for best viewing and reasonable upload.

All of these sizes work on width for landscap&tures and height for portrait pictures.

Above the number boxes are check boxes. These turn off or on the relevant element. The journal is
produced from the picture that is selected, i.e. highlighted blue. The album pictures are produced
from all the pictures in the list.

You can do both at the same time. In the output folder (we will come to that) the images will be
renamed thus:
